If you currently have health coverage from an employer or union, joining ViVa Medicare could affect 
your employer or union health benefits. You could lose your employer or union health coverage if you join 
ViVa Medicare.

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Paying Your Plan Premium

If we determine that you owe a late enrollment penalty (or if you currently have a late enrollment penalty), 
we need to know how you would prefer to pay it. You can pay by mail or “Electronic Funds Transfer (EFT)” 
each month. You can also choose to pay your premium by automatic deduction from your Social Security or 
Railroad Retirement Board (RRB) benefit check each month.
